This helps ensure balance and encourages companies to address concerns raised by civil society.  Since we launched the Updates in February 2005, over 70% of companies have responded.  In some cases this has led to further comments, and then a further response by the company.  In this way the Updates can help to keep issues alive until they have been addressed on the ground.
